Is the garden tidy?

Is there any rubbish?

Is there a shed? A clothesline? Who mows the lawns?

Is there a garage or somewhere to park? Does the garage lock?

Are pets allowed?

Is it OK to smoke?

How much rent and bond is required? 

Is there any letting fee to pay?

Who pays for the water?

Is the tenancy fixed term or periodic? Which do I want?

Does the landlord have any references?
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
