The
fund is in the process of termination and is closed to all
further investment.

Example of how this applies to an investor

Jason had $10,000 in the fund at the start of the year and did not make any further contributions. At the end of the year, Jason
received a return after fund charges were deducted of $233 (that is 2.33% of his initial $10,000). Jason did not pay anything in
other charges. This gives Jason a total return after tax of $233 for the year.

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The risk category for each fund is calculated based on the volatility of past returns over five years and this does not represent a full investment
cycle.
